Launch Days

All new topics begin with a 'launch day.’ This is a day of f-timetable
where pupils take part in various activities, immersing them in their
new topic. Activities such as meeting a character, taking part in
workshops or break out challenges, going on scavenger hunts...these
are just some of the activities that pupils have enjoyed so far.
Engaging pupils in these ways helps to fuel their imagination and
excitement for their new topic. 'Pupil Power' also takes place on
launch days, allowing pupils across the whole school to make
suggestions for learning activities and experience linked to the new
topic. Pupils use sticky notes, large pieces of paper, Jamboard and
Padlet to collaborate and share ideas. Older pupils also link their
ideas to the six areas of learning and experience.
